 March Lynette ï per Brayden Meagan Gilmore 

http://www.comptonps.sa.edu.au


 

 

 
learn so much from their parents when they 

have quality time in conversation.  

Healthy relationships within a family are 

important for your childõs wellbeing and 

development.  Building strong family 

relationships support children to cope with 

challenges and to learn to be independent.  

 

Getting conversations going with children can 

be challenging. Busy schedules, homes 

designed for individual enjoyment rather than 

group living, and children that clam up are 

some of the blockers to conversation that 

parents meet. Therefore, you may need to be 

a little cunning, a little proactive and be a little 

inventive to get conversation going at home.  

 

Here are five ideas to help you create more 

conversation within your family:  
1. Turn off the TV (and other screens).  

Most homes have a range of electronic screens 

that you compete  

with to get their attention. Do not be afraid to 

take control of those screens and create a little 

conversational space. Start with a screen -free 

day each week or screen -free hour each day if 

you are a home full of screen junkies.  
2. Turn on the TV (and other screens).  

If you cannot beat them, join them. Some 

te levis ion programs provide great 

conversational fodder particularly for older 

children and teens. This can range from òwhoõs 

going to win Australian Idol?ó, òwhat happens 

to the winners of Australian Idol?ó to òwhat is 

the point of Australian Idol?ó  
3. Eat together at a table.  

The family that eats together talks togetheréor 

they should. Families with a strong food culture 

(i.e. they love food and value the whole eating 

experience) have strong bonds.Make 

mealtimes special and insist that children sit 

until everyone finishes rather than they eat all 

their peas. Avoid turning mealtimes into food 

fights that you cannot win.  
4. Take part in an activity.   

If sitting and chatting is not your childõs thing 

then try getting them up and moving. Boys will 

often talk when they walk or play so consider 

getting some action happening. When their 

hands are busy the tongues will often loosen 

up.  
5. Spend time together.  

Sitting together in a car, washing dishes and 

playing a game can provide opportunities for 

talk. Every family has their own way of getting 

the talk happening. Figure out what works for 

you and make sure it happens. In busy 

modern families, you do need to work at 

communication. Parenting is challenging, you 

have to work hard at family.

Around the Classrooms 
 

This term, R-7 classes are learning how to greet one 

another in Japanese (while demonstrating cultural 

awareness) and make self-introductions in the 

Japanese language. Upper year levels will focus on 

exchanging greetings with others and sharing 

information about themselves. Junior primary will 

introduce and describe their favourite animation 

character.  Students will learn sentence structures 

and vocabulary for greetings, numbers (age), colours, 

size, shape, sports and interests in order to share 

information about themselves or their chosen 

character.  

In HASS, R -5 classes will be learning about 

Australian history. The R/1 class will explore the 

concept of a family, types of families and how 

information is passed onto future generations. The 

year 2/3 class will investigate why historical places 

need to be preserved. They will also investigate the 

importance of Country/Place to Aboriginal and/or 

Torres Strait Islander Peoples who belong to a local 

area. The year 4/5 class will research what life was 

like for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander 

Peoples before their first contacts with European 

explorers.  

The year 6/7 class will be learning about the survival 

of animals and plants in biological science. Students 

will research an animal that is endangered or extinct 

and investigate factors that affected its survival. 

The R/1 class will use bee-bot robots to create a set 

of sequences/instructions (algorithms) in digital 

technologies. In Media Arts, students will research 

data about a particular topic and present their 

findings using graphics on digital devices and apps.
